They also built new shelves for a huge 

storage freezer and hauled off all the scrap all over cam-

pus. Our crew of ladies including Charlotte and Amber 

Luker, Ashley Smith, Haniah Parris, and Spenser Hudgins 

worked in the friendship house sorting and restocking all 

the shelves of clothing for folks to come in and buy. This 

was really like our goodwill stores. These girls did a great 

job and worked very hard. Alice Neal worked in the craft 

shop helping with items to be sold in the gift shop and she 

did a great job. Jim Benson was all over the place doing 

plumbing in all kind of jobs. They really wanted to keep 

Jim but we brought him back.
